Call on a Team Member to read the Scripture (or ask for a volunteer participant) 
“While meeting with them, he enjoined them not to depart from Jerusalem, but to wait for ‘the promise 

of the Father about which you have heard me speak; for John baptized with water, but in a few days you 

will be baptized with the Holy Spirit’” (Acts 1:4-5). 

“I say, then: live by the Spirit and you will certainly not gratify the desire of the flesh.  For the flesh has 

desires against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh; these are opposed to each other, so that you 

may not do what you want.  But if you are guided by the Spirit, you are not under the law.  Now the 

works of the flesh are obvious: immorality, impurity, licentiousness, idolatry, sorcery, hatreds, rivalry, 

jealousy, outbursts of fury, acts of selfishness, dissensions, factions, occasions of envy, drinking bouts, 

orgies, and the like.  I warn you, as I warned you before, that those who do such things will not inherit 

the kingdom of God.  In contrast, the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, generosity, 

faithfulness, gentleness, self-control.  Against such, there is no law.  Now those who belong to Christ 

[Jesus] have crucified their flesh with its passions and desires.  If we live in the Spirit, let us also follow 

the Spirit” (Galatians 5:16-25). 

Pause for a moment to pray with these texts and listen to the Spirit.  

Shared Conversation: 
We are called to wait on the Spirit.  How do we know when that is required of us on the journey? 
The fruits of the Spirit are always lawful.  Identify ways that we can daily put them into practice.  

Where are we seeing the need for more of these fruits to be practiced?

Concluding Prayer  (Leader with others on mute) 
Holy Spirit, what do you want of us today? (pause)   From you we ask for eyes that can see,  

ears that can hear and a heart that inspires us to love in words and deeds.
