He has sent me to bring
good news to the afflicted, to bind up the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to captives, release to the
prisoners, to announce a year of favor from the Lord and a day of vindication by our God; to comfort all
who mourn, to place on those who mourn in Zion a diadem instead of ashes, to give them oil of gladness
instead of mourning, a glorious mantle instead of a faint spirit” (Isaiah 61:1-3).

“This is the commitment | made to you when you came out of Egypt. My spirit remains in your midst; do
not fear! For thus says the Lord of hosts; ‘ In just a little while, | will shake the heavens and the earth,
the sea and the dry land. | will shake all the nations, so that the treasures of the nations will come in.
And | will fill this house with glory,” says the Lord of hosts” (Haggai 2:5-7).
Pause for a moment to pray with these texts and listen to the Spirit.
